I will be conscious of deadlines and paperwork.

| will treat each athlete, opposing coach and team, official, parent and administrator with respect and dignity.

I will do my best to learn the fundamental skills, teaching and evaluation techniques, and strategies of my sport.

I will become thoroughly familiar with the rules of my sport.

| will become familiar with the objectives of the CYM Sports League. | will strive to achieve these objectives and communicate

them to my athletes and their parents.

7. 1 will uphold the authority of officials who are assigned to the contests in which | coach, and | will assist them in every way to
conduct fair and impartial competitive contests.

8. I will learn the strengths and weaknesses of my Christian athletes so that | might place them in situations where they have a
maximum opportunity to achieve success.

9. I will conduct my practices and contests so that all athletes have an opportunity to improve their skill level through active
participation.

10. | will communicate to my Christian athletes and their parents the rights and responsibilities of individuals on our team, and that
as the coach, | am also responsible for the behavior of our spectators.

11. | will cooperate with the Coordinator of our Sport and the staff member of the Diocese of Pittsburgh responsible for the CYM
Sports League in the enforcement of rules and regulations. | will report any observed irregularities that violate Christian
behavior and sound competitive practices that arise as the result of other adults inappropriately living out unresolved
psychological issues vicariously through their young Christian athletes.

12. | will ensure that all practices begin with prayer, and that all competitions involve an opening prayer with both teams and all
spectators participating.
